1. According to the program, what percent of people convicted of felonies have plead guilty?

2. The program discusses the case of Charles Gampero, who had 15 minutes to decide about a plea. What are the issues raised about the circumstances surrounding the plea that raise concerns, especially about coercion? What did he decide? (Note – this question is not asking about the crime, just the issues involved with the plea that highlight the problems with it)

3. Kerry Cook is the inmate on death row. What was the bargain he was offered? The resolution was unusual and involved an “Alford” plea – what is this and is it commonly used?

4. Weingrad comments that if you don’t go to trial, you don’t find out what happened. Why does he believe this and what did he find out when he investigated his son’s death? 
5. What is the response to the comment: sending people to trial does not guarantee a perfect result?
